MIAMI, FL (January 5, 2012) –The Miami International Map Fair returns to HistoryMiami, Saturday, February 4th and Sunday, February 5th, 2011 for its nineteenth year and among its many wonderful maps it will carry the first printed maps of the New World and the first to show Cuba.
Miami, one of only three cities in the world – along with London and Paris, is the only one in the western hemisphere to host a map fair. Clements Library, “Maps Develop a Sense of Humor: The Rise of Twentieth-Century Pictorial Cartography” by Robert Karrow, Ph.D., by retired curator of special collections and curator of maps at the Newberry Library, and “Chinese Historical Maps in the Library of Congress” by Min Zhang from the Geography and Map Division of the Library of Congress.
Weekend participant registration of $75 includes lectures, lunch, and Saturday evening cocktail reception. Admission to Map Fair is $15 for adults; $5 for children 6-12 each day; and $5 for HistoryMiami members.
